YCA role is not limited to cooperation with
local organizations and bodies. it also extends to
international cooperation, which has, over the past
years, formed a foundation for customs training and
qualification. YCA has successfully participated in
19 international events, including meetings, training
workshops, and courses, benefiting 57 customs
embloyees. These mentionned events were held in
several countries (the United States, Qatar, Cyprus,
Jordan, Egypt, the UAE, and Kazakhstan).
